PAST and present members 
of the Euroa Ukulele Group gath-
ered recently to celebrate 10 
years of active community music 
making. 

The group began in 2008 
when the humble little instrument 
had made a comeback to the mu-
sic scene and was riding a world-
wide wave of popularity.

Di Mackrell and Margie Chow-
anetz had seen “ukulele fever” in 
action at the Daylesford Singers 
Festival that year and the idea of 
bringing the ukulele to Euroa was 
very appealing. 

It began with a group starting 
in Wangaratta and their leaders 
were invited to facilitate an inau-
gural meeting to set up a group 
in Euroa. 

Ukuleles were then ordered 
and more than 40 people turned 
up.

It was fortunate that Di, as-
sisted in the beginning by Gary 
Chowanetz, had the musical 
knowledge to lead the group, 
many of whom had never played 
an instrument before.

 From those first tentative steps 
the group has gone from strength 
to strength, playing out at a wide 
variety of community events both 
in Euroa and further afield.

There have been many high-
lights over the years including 
playing at Carols by Candle-
light, Australia Day and Wool 
Week concerts, Farmer’s Mar-
kets and Euroa Museum open 
days as well as regular visits 
to Euroaville and Amaroo (now 
Granite Hill).

Although they didn’t make it 
to the TV screens, they made a 
great impression on the organis-
ers and it was definitely a once-in-
a-lifetime experience.

All in all, it has been an amaz-
ing ten years and everyone at 
the celebration enjoyed the op-
portunity to get together and 
reminisce.

They looked over an impres-
sive display of memorabilia, 
watched a slideshow of photos 
and sang along with several vide-
os of past performances…and, of 
course played their favourite song 
“Blame it on the Ukulele”.
