EUROA ARTWORKS: Olga Hill found the cartoons that depicted 
many Euroa figures when going through some of her father’s 
boxes.

CARICATURES printed the 
Weekly Times from decades 
ago depicting many locals 
from Euroa figures has 
prompted calls to find more 
of the artworks.

Olga Hill recently found 
the artworks when emptying 
some boxes in her home and 
admired many of the graziers 
that were depicted. 

“There is one here of 
my husband’s father, John 
Hill, and many around the 
McKernans who lived around 
Balmatton are on this picture 
as well” Ms Hill said. 

Ex test cricketer Harry 
Alexander, TJ Nolan and 
former Euroa news agency 
owner Frank Free were also 
depicted. 

“One of the originals were 
found as well - and I have kept 
that around,” Ms Hill said. 

The artist who drew 
the figures was Richard 
Ovenden, an early 20th 
century Melbourne painter 
who would later work as a 
freelance cartoonist and 
caricaturist for union-based 
publications such as Labor 
Call and the Australasian 
Seamen’s Journal in the 1920s. 
He would later continue 
to work at the Argus and 
Melbourne Herald while 
continuing to exhibit his 
paintings. 

From 1955-64 he was a 
librarian at the Herald and 
Weekly Times in Melbourne 
and signed many of his 
cartoons - including the 
one Ms Hill found - as Dick 
Ovenden. 

He also occasionally 
created works under the 
name ‘Nevo’.

Drawings of 
Euroa bring 
out intrigue

NAGAMBIE is getting ready 
for a large dining campaign in 
the coming weeks with a dis-
tinct presence on the town’s 
High Street.

Go Dine will feature three 
marquees on the main street 
of Nagambie and a tempo-
rary outdoor dining space at 
Jacobsons Outlook.

A number of local restau-
rants will all participate in the 
program, run by local tourism 
body Go Nagambie in antici-
pation for an influx of visitors 
in the upcoming months.

Through funding from the 
State Government, the Strath-
bogie Shire has been helping 
businesses expand outdoor 
dining across the council.

The council are also work-
ing with businesses in Euroa 
to expand outdoor areas for 
hospitality venues in the re-
gion with formal announce-
ments expected soon from 

the council.
The marquees that are in 

he process of being set up 
on Nagambie’s High Street 
will each fit up to 50 addi-
tional diners, while roving 
musicians will also attend on 
weekends.

Traffic management plans 
and permits are currently 
being sorted out prior to the 
launch.

The Jacobsons Outlook 
space will also host market 
umbrellas and picnic rugs 
with hampers by the board-
walk.

Go Nagambie hopes to get 
the outdoor dining space up 
and running in the next two 
to three weeks.

It’s anticipated that the 
marquees open on Fridays, 
Saturdays and Sundays with 
possible further opening 
hours if there is demand in 
the summer months.
